Conventionally the faster the elevator, the greater the noise and vibration, 
but Mitsubishi Electric has solved this problem with “active roller guide” 
and noise reduction technologies. The result is a huge increase in speed  
and silent top-level riding 
comfort. The regenerative 
power produced during 
operation contributes to 
energy savings.
